April is Alcohol Awareness Month

Facts about Aging and Alcohol:

Families, friends, and healthcare waorkers often overlook their concerns about
older people drinking. Sometimes trouble with aleohol in older people is mistaken
for other conditions related to aging, for example, a problem with balance. But,
how the body handles aleohol can change with age. You may have the same
drinking habits, but yvour body has changed.

Alcoheol may act differently in older people than vounger people. Some older
people can feel “high" without increasing the amount of alcahol they drink. This
'high" can make them more likely to have accidents, including falls and fractures
and car crashes, Also, elder women are more sensitive than men to the effects of
alcohal.

Drinking too much alcohol over a long time can:

+Lead to some kinds of cancer, liver damage, immune system disorders, and brain
damage.

+Worsens some health conditions like asteoporasis, diabetes, high blood pressure,
stroke, uleers, memory loss and mood disorders.

+ Make some medical problems hard for doctors to find and treat—for example,
aleohal causes changes in the heart and blood vessels,

+These changes scan dull pain that might be a warning sign of a heart attack.
+Cause some clder peaple to be forgetful and confused —these symptoms can be
mistaken for signs of Alzheimer's diseasea.

Mixing Alcohol with Medicines

Did You Enow...Mixing alcohol and medicines can be harmful. Aleohol, like some
medicines, can make vou sleepy, drowsy, or lightheaded, Drinking alcohol while
taking medicines can intensify these effects, You may have trouble concentrating
or performing mechanical skills. Small amounts can make it dangerous to drive,
and when you mix alcohol with certain medicines vou put yourself at even greater
risk. Combining alcohal with some medicines can lead o falls,

wioertain medicines contain up to 10 percent alcohol, Cough syrups and laxatives
may have some of the highest aleohol concentrations.

..0lder people are at particularly higher risk for harmful alcohol-medication
interactions. Aging slows the body's ability to break down aleohel, so alcghel
remains in a person’s system longer. Older people also are more likely to take a
medication that interacts with alcohol—in fact, they often need to take more than
one of these medications.
